How Do You See God? (Week 1 of 4)

Luke 24:13-16, 28-35 The Word from the Bible (Today’s New International Version)

	 Now that same day two of them were going to a village called Emmaus, about seven miles from Jerusalem. They 
were talking with each other about everything that had happened. As they talked and discussed these things with 
each other, Jesus himself came up and walked along with them; but they were kept from recognizing him. ...
	 As they approached the village to which they were going, Jesus continued on as if he were going farther. But they 
urged him strongly, “Stay with us, for it is nearly evening; the day is almost over.” So he went in to stay with them. 
	 When he was at the table with them, he took bread, gave thanks, broke it and began to give it to them. Then their 
eyes were opened and they recognized him, and he disappeared from their sight. They asked each other, “Were not 
our hearts burning within us while he talked with us on the road and opened the Scriptures to us?” 
	 They got up and returned at once to Jerusalem. There they found the Eleven and those with them, assembled 
together and saying, “It is true! The Lord has risen and has appeared to Simon.” Then the two told what had happened 
on the way, and how Jesus was recognized by them when he broke the bread.

How do we see God?
	 E. Stanley Jones, the great writer and missionary to India states, “All religion is humanity’s search for God. The Gos-
pel of Jesus Christ is the only story of God’s search for a relationship with us.”

	 Any study of the nature of and experience of God begins with what is called “the Trinity.” God can not be understood 
with one single truth. The nature of God is far beyond human comprehension. In the Christian faith, we understand God 
as Father or Creator, Son or Savior, and Holy Spirit – Sustainer. Each of these gives us only a partial understanding of the 
nature of and action of God in creation and in our lives. But at least it is a beginning to understanding the immense pres-
ence of God.  
	 Even in the Trinity, our knowledge is limited. We are still left with questions about how God relates to and interacts 
with creation. Finally we are left with descriptions like “mystery,” “holy,” “awe inspiring,” or even “unknown.” The scrip-
ture promise that one day we will see all things clearly, as if “face to face” (I Corinthians 13:12) 
	 During these four weeks, we are going to explore the existence of God, the need for God’s presence in our lives and 
God’s desire to have a relationship with us. We begin in the book of Luke, on a road to a place called Emmaus, where 
two friends unknowingly experience the presence of God through the resurrected Jesus. This is an experience that would 
change their lives forever. 
	 The key to finding God is to realize that God through Jesus Christ is seeking us. We are not alone in this search for 
God. God is always trying to break through our self concern and need for independence to reach us. We want a relation-
ship with God on our terms, but the God of all creation does not work like that. Our eyes must be opened to see the 
revelation of God’s love – the life-giving Creator, the life-restoring Savior, and the life-empowering Spirit. 

The Travelers of Emmaus - Luke 24:13-35   
	 Some see this as the most dramatic resurrection appearance of Jesus in the New Testament. It is found only in Luke. 
Luke makes it clear that the event took place on that very day, on Easter. The site of Emmaus has never been positively 
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identified; four modern villages have been considered as possibilities. According to the story, two disciples are walk-
ing from Jerusalem to this town. One of them is called Cleopas, who is sometimes identified with Clopas, the father of 
Simeon, who succeeded James, a leader of the Jerusalem church. Luke’s intention is to give the story a quality of history; 
the name of one of the two is known.
	 As they walk along discussing the recent happenings in Jerusalem, they are joined by the risen Jesus, who they do not 
recognize. We are told that their eyes were kept from recognizing him. This probably does not mean that some miracle 
of blinding has occurred, but that their own lack of understanding and faith keep them from seeing Jesus for who he 
is. When Jesus expresses ignorance of the recent events, Cleopas is surprised — the event of the Crucifixion is widely 
known — how can he not know what is happening?
	 To answer Jesus’ question the two disciples tell the basic elements of the message of Jesus. They have accepted him 
as a prophet. The chief priests and rulers of Jerusalem are guilty of his death. The disciples hoped he was the Messiah, 
but now their hopes have been dashed. The reference to the third day hints knowledge of Jesus’ prediction of his resur-
rection. To be sure, women have found no body and claimed a vision, while others have tested their report. Yet for all the 
evidence of an empty tomb, no one has seen the risen Lord.
	 Jesus criticizes their lack of faith, using the whole Old Testament to prove that the Christ should suffer … and enter 
into his glory. Specific texts which make these points are not easy to find, but Luke believes the total witness of Moses 
and all the prophets is that the Messiah’s role involves a suffering which leads to triumph.
	 Arriving at the home of the travelers, Jesus is invited to share their hospitality. Suddenly the stranger assumes the 
role of host. Taking bread, he blesses and breaks it, and the disciples’ eyes were opened. The breaking of bread is remi-
niscent of the feeding of the five thousand (9:16) and the Last Supper (22:19). This indicates that the miracle of seeing 
the risen Christ occurs in the celebration of the Lord’s Supper. This is not to suggest that his reality is to be found only 
there, or that the fellowship of the church somehow creates the resurrection faith. It is simply observed that in this event 
of the church’s worship the risen Christ is made known (verse 35).
	 When the two disciples exclaim, “Did not our hearts burn within us while he talked to us on the road?” they confess 
that the experience of the Resurrection illuminates their whole past. The scriptures, once so hard to understand, now are 
opened through the risen Christ.
	 When the pilgrims return to Jerusalem, they find that the eleven have already heard the good news. The report that 
the Lord . . . has appeared to Simon confirms Paul’s account of the Resurrection (I Corinthians 15:5).
	

What opened their eyes?
	 The difference between the confused and distressed travelers on the road and the inspired and believing travelers 
at dinner is argued. In what way were they changed that enable them to see the risen Christ and to experience God in 
all God’s fullness? Was it simply the breaking of the bread, reminiscent of the Lord’s Supper? Was it the willingness of 
Jesus to now reveal himself after hearing their story? Or was it the travelers willingness to submit themselves to Jesus as 
servant and Lord when he broke the bread? 
	 The answer to these questions may be different for each one of us. One thing is certain. God is not just waiting on us. 
God is working to reach us. God is using every means possible to touch our hearts to “burn within us.”

l	Thank you that you are near whenever I pray (Deut. 4:7)
l	Thank you that you live forever; I know that you do because you declare that you do (Deut. 32:40)
l	Thank you that the heavens cannot contain you and neither can anything that I have built — either materially or in
	 my mind (1 Kings 8:27)
l 	Thank you that the one thing I should seek is to be close to you, to gaze at your beauty, to worship you, and to 
	 fellowship with you (Psalm 27:4)
l 	Thank you that I can never get away from you. No matter where I go you are there, your hand always guiding and 
	 upholding me (Psalm 139:7-10)
l 	Thank you that your power and understanding have no limit (Psalm 147:5)
l 	Thank you that you are the first and the last. Apart from you there is no God (Isa. 44:6)
l 	Thank you that you fill heaven and earth. Nothing is too big for you to take care of, therefore, I can relax (Jer. 
	 23:24)
l 	Thank you that you have life in yourself and you are not dependent upon anything else (John 5:26)
l 	Thank you that I know Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life, and that I can come to you through him. (John 14:6)
l 	Thank you that you don’t live in temples or churches built by hands, but that you do live in my body because I am 
	 your child (Acts. 17:24)
l 	Thank you that when I seek you and reach out for you, I will find you because you are not far from me (Acts 17:27)
l 	Thank you that although I was once far away, now I have been brought near to you through the blood of Christ 
	 (Eph. 2:13)
l 	Thank you that I can approach you in confidence and receive mercy and find grace to help me in my need (Heb. 
	 4:16)
l 	Thank you that I can draw near to you when my heart is sincere and I come in faith (Heb. 10:22)

Daily Readings
	 Today we look at how we see God. Over the next three weeks, we will get to know the Trinity of Our Lord — God the 
Father and Creator; the Holy Spirit, the Comforter; and Jesus, the Son and Redeemer. The passages below look at God the 
Creator. This study guide allows you to dig deeper in preparation for next Sunday.

Monday, April 19 – Read Genesis 1 — This is the first of the two stories in Genesis of the creation. Focus on Genesis 1:3-
4 —  And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. God saw that the light was good, and he separated the 
light from the darkness. How is God still working as the Creator in our lives? Can you see the light in a relationship with 
the Lord? Are you in darkness when you neglect that relationship?

Tuesday, April 20 – Read Genesis 2 —This is the second story of creation told in Genesis, and it differs slightly from the 
first.

We see God’s great desire to hold an intimate relationship with man, which in turn 
becomes man’s supreme purpose in life. How can our relationship with God be fortified according to Genesis?
